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Visitor protocol for drivers

When leaving
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Tips for the poultry farmer

* Use a watering can with an appropriate disinfectant to disinfect the
premises from the egg room door to the truck loading ramp when the
driver comes to pick up the eggs.

* Do not accept dirty crates because pathogens can survive longer in
organic residues. Speak to the driver about this.

* Disinfect the egg storage room and the newly
brought egg trays and pallets after the eggs
have been collected.

* Give the driver access only to the egg storage
area and not the collection room to keep his
walking route within the farm as short as
possible.
